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Driver 
I have just put the new 
TaylorMade SuperTri 
in the bag. Like my old 
R9, it is 9.5° and is set 
up neutral. It launches 
slightly higher than my 
old club and has a bigger 
head which gives more 
forgiveness.

Fairway wood 
I have a 13° R9 fairway wood  
with the same Project X Graphite 
shaft as my driver. It fills a nice gap 
between my driver and utility club.

Utility 
When I was an amateur 
I would switch between 
a utility and a 2-iron but 
since turning pro I have 
stuck with my 17° Rescue 
TP utility. The rough on 
Tour is pretty thick most 
weeks, which makes it 
better suited to a utility. 
When I was playing 
links courses 
as an amateur 
the 2-iron was a 
better option. 

Putter 
I also met up with putter 
expert Kia Ma when 
I was in America. He 
custom made me two 
Rossa putters. He was a 
fascinating guy and the 
detail which goes into 
his putters is incredible. 
I went on a putter 
machine and studied my 
stroke, which was really 
interesting.
